
Responsability - theme in colourful paintings.

"Vigorous colours in oil and acrylics. Large canvases, with playful, as well as nasty motives.
Artist Katarina Erasmie is now exhibiting her work at the Art Hall of Perstorp.
After 20 years in London, Katarina Erasmie moved back to Sweden. She has now been living 
in Helsingborg for two years and has been concentrating on her art.
The colours are forceful and the motives are both abstract and figurative.
-I want to give the observer freedom to discover more that one motive in the paintings. It should 
be like a play to look at my work. But there is also a lot of seriousness in it, she says.
Katarina Erasmie strive for structure in her work. Paint is layered many times to create a relief like surface.
- I work like this to give more liveliness to the motives, she recounts.
The exhibition in Perstorp has Responsability as a theme. Many of the paintings have a message.
As the painting "Srebrenica-95; under the wings of the UN", or "The Salmon Leap", which brings 
Exhaustion of this planets seas, into mind.
-I am not a political artist, but I do live in in the middle of a society and a reality, and I can't turn 
my back on that.
At the same time she has no intention to lock the observer into a particular way of interpreting her work.
-People who come to this exhibition will notice the theme as a single word on the walls, "Responsability". 
But every one must experience my paintings as they please.
